NOTE:  The Septuagint uses the same word in Hosea 1:2 and 4:12 
that is translated as “fornication” in Revelation 14:8.

* How does God save us from falling?  1 Peter 5:6; Jude 24

Apply: 
* If human effort cannot save us, what place do works have in 

our experience with Jesus?  (see Philippians 2:12-13)

* Where has pride caused you to fall?  How is God leading you 
to humble yourself this week so He can exalt you?
